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O ffering a wide range of inpatient, outpatient 
and diagnostic-imaging services, the Houston 
Northwest Medical Center, opened in 1973, 

has a medical staff of approximately 600 members.

Handling a range of medical conditions and traumatic 
injuries, HNMC’s modern diagnostic imaging equip-
ment includes multiple MRI and CT scanners, a PET 
scanner, ultrasound and nuclear medicine.

HNMC’s specialties include a Sleep Disorders Center 
that performs overnight studies and provides consul-
tation for various sleep disorders, such as insomnia, 
sleep apnea or narcolepsy.

Supported by more than 40 cardiologists, the Heart 
Center provides comprehensive cardiac services, in-
cluding diagnostic imaging, nuclear stress testing, 
digital catheterization labs, open-heart surgery and 
cardiac rehabilitation. Notably, HNMC was the first 
hospital in Houston designated as a Cycle III Accred-
ited Chest Pain Center with PCI by the Society of Chest 
Pain Centers.

The Women’s Atrium at HNMC is committed to pro-
viding services dedicated to the health-care needs of 
women in every stage in their lives; from 3D & digital 
mammography to fitness, wellness and educational 
services. HNMC’s is the only breast center in Texas 
recognized as a Certified Quality Breast Center of Ex-
cellence by the National Quality Measures for Breast 
Centers Program™ and has been designated as a 
Breast Imaging Center of Excellence by the American 
College of Radiology. 

HNMC is active in promoting wellness and educating 
the community about a variety of health related topics. 
Community-based seminars and screenings through-
out the year cover a variety of important topics, includ-
ing cardiac/cardiovascular care, women’s health, dia-
betes and cancer.
